Their
sensibilities are blunted, and they have | ost all sense of the great
sacrifice made for them They can sit and listen to the story of the
cross, the cruel nails that were driven through the hands and feet of
the Son of God.

| abor calls himfromhone often, and fromthe society of his children
The nother's influence tells. Her exanple does nmuch toward fornming the
character of the children. p. 70, Para. 4, [40T].

Some fond nmothers suffer wongs in their children, which should not be
suffered in them for a nmonment. The wrongs of the children are sonetines
concealed fromthe father. Articles of dress or sone indul gence is
granted by the nother, with the understanding that the father is to
know not hi ng about it; for he would reprove for these things. p. 71
Para.

It has been considered a virtue to hunt
up everything about one another that |ooked wong, and nake it appear
full as bad as it really was. The bowels of conpassion that yearn in

The m nd should be elevated to dwell upon eternal scenes, Heaven, its
treasures, its glories and should take sweet and holy satisfaction in
the truths of the Bible. They should |ove to feed upon the precious
prom ses that God's word affords, draw confort fromit, and the m nd
should be |ifted above trifles to weighty, eternal things. p. 82,
Para.

But, oh, how differently has the mi nd been enpl oyed! Picking at
straws!
